Rather than risk 

imprisonment, Gao fled Beijing in 1993, living on nature reserves and amongst 

the Han for several months. This experience was to provide the inspiration 

for his masterpiece, Soul mountain. Later serving as a translator, Gao tra"-­

elled to paris and succeeded in settling there in 1987, where he began tov.Tite 

for the first time without fear or self-censorship.
