There is an interesting case of prohibition of drinking wine. The Sultan personally
gave up drinking. The royal drinking vessels of glass and porcelain were broken before the
Badaun Gate, and wine from the royal jars was poured out, creating mud and mire as in the
rainy season. Then officers mounted on elephants proclaimed in the streets and lanes of
Delhi that no one was to drink or sell liquor or go near it. The licensed tavern-keepers and
distillers of liquor were driven out of Delhi and the revenue from them was written off.
