Paulo Freire’s theory of human

knowing and consciousness was based on

the belief that “the human person is

unfinished and always in the process of

becoming.” According to him thinking and

knowing are dependent upon history,

culture and social reality that shapes our

ideas and thinking. Knowledge is

therefore, the process through which

individuals become aware of objective

reality and their own knowledge of reality.

Freire classified states of human and social

consciousness into four states. The first

state is intransitive state in which

individuals are pre-occupied with basic

elementary needs and cannot comprehend

the forces that have shaped their lives. The

second level is called semi-intransitivity or

magical consciousness. In this state

individuals experience excessive

emotional dependency and internalize

negative values that the dominant culture

ascribes to them.
