  Mahatma Gandhi understood 
the true nature of nuclear weapons 
when he sait that “Those nations who 
have atom bombs are feared even by 
their friends”. From the very 
beginning, nuclear weapons were 
instruments of terror and were used 
for coercion. Security with nuclear 
weapons is achieved through creation 
of insecurity in the minds of other 
States. This is obviously a fragile 
basis for establishing peace and 
security. But the problem is that if 
one State possesses nuclear, the only 
option for other countries to defend 
themselves against the threat of such 
weapons to acquire similar weaponry 
to deter possible use.
